1970s  The Novato Boys Club was founded 
and built by parents and community members; 
doors opened in 1976. 
 
1982  Programming evolved into a community 
center for boys and girls. The Novato Youth 
Center began the first licensed school age child 
care program in Marin County. 
 
1990  Expansion increased the facility from 
14,000 sq. ft. to 23,000 sq. ft. 
 
1995  Expanded services placed staff on school 
campuses for counseling, outreach, and                  
academic help. 
 
1996  Infant and preschool programs were 
added. 
 
1999  Teen Pregnancy Prevention services     
began. 
 
2002  We began collaborating with the Novato 
Human Needs Center Thriving Families       
program, adding youth development services. 
 
2003  Parent Project workshops began in              
English and Spanish. 
 
2004  Novato Youth Center becomes fiscal 
agent for Novato’s First Five School                     
Readiness Program. 
 
2006  Celebrated our 30th Anniversary. Novato 
Youth Center opened the doors to the Novato 
Wellness Center, an off-site health clinic. 
 
2007  Parent-Child Interaction and Attunement 
Therapy begins at the Novato Wellness Center. 
 
2008  Celebrated the Novato Wellness Center’s 
2nd Anniversary.
